Regional PAS Horse Show Entry Information – Deadline July 2nd  
Please read the enclosed information carefully.  It contains a lot of information on how you can qualify for the 2007 Ohio State Fair with your horse project.  As there are some changes to the rules from year to year, please be sure to follow the 2007 guidelines for PAS registration and Ohio State Fair entry. For instance, Meigs County is hosting the show this year, so registration materials must be sent to OSU Extension Meigs County by July 2nd to participate in this year’s multicounty PAS qualifier.  Also pay close attention to the actual show dates.
Included in this letter are the classes offered under the Performance Against Standard Program.  These are the same classes that will be offered at the 2007 Ohio State Fair, however they are not divided into ages.  These classes will be broken into age divisions once all entries are received.  Depending on the number of class participants, some classes may be combined as allowable by PAS guidelines.  

Please note that according to State PAS Show guidelines a non-refundable PAS registration payment of $10.00 per class entered is due upon registration for the PAS.  All registration payments and completed forms must be received in the Meigs  County Extension Office by July 2nd  in order for your entry to be valid.  Late forms, forms without payment and/or those lacking complete information will not be accepted.  Checks or money orders should accompany all registration forms by the July 2nd deadline.  Please remit all payments to the Meigs County 4-H Horse Committee with “PAS Show” written on the memo line. 

Please contact your Extension Office for additional State Fair or PAS information and/or review the updated Junior Horse Show schedule online at http://ansci.osu.edu/~jhs/general_info.html#fair or http://horse.osu.edu/4h/statefair.html.  It is your own responsibility to be informed of these rules and follow them accordingly!
State Fair in 2007 will have a few changes - so please review the new guidelines in their entirety.  In brief, the changes that carry over from 2006 and this year are: 

A. A few classes will be divided into more age class divisions at the State Fair Horse Show then will be broke down at the multi-county show.
B. Ground Roping will be repeated, but now it is treated as a third class youth can show in at State Fair if they qualify.  The youth can show in the two classes they qualified for with their horse and the ground roping if they qualified in it at the PAS show.

C. PAS rules to qualify for State Fair have been revised.  See PAS rules under State Fair Junior Horse Show on this web site.  It is VERY IMPORTANT to check these out. 

D. Trail In-hand will be a State Fair class for 2007.  A horse cannot show at State Fair in Trail In Hand and in Trail. 

E. Horses will be stabled as they come, not by county.  If people want to stall together, they will need to come together. 

F.  A youth must qualify in two classes in order to go to state fair. If they qualify in more than two classes they can choose which two they will enter at state fair. At State Fair, youth will only show in classes they qualified for. Youth should pay attention to The 2007 State Fair Show program and what classes you cannot enter due to show conflicts.  At State Fair, classes will NOT be held for people with conflicting classes.  The State Fair Entry Form allows youth to list a third alternate class, if they qualified in it. That class can be used if a youth has a time conflict and misses a class. If a youth did not qualify in a third class, none will be listed.  Exhibitors that have animals that are of incorrect size for the entered class will be moved to the correct class. 

Note: If you ride a horse that cannot be shown in at least two of the classes listed, then unfortunately you are not eligible to qualify because there aren’t enough classes offered at State Fair for you.
Important: Each County Extension Office must register their own State Fair Qualifiers by July 16th,  noon  so 4-H’ers should be prepared to make their State Fair entry decisions at the PAS Show on July 14th.  State Fair entries must be completed and returned to your own Extension Office per your individual county guidelines.  NO late or incomplete State Fair entries will be accepted by the Ohio State Fair after this deadlineh.  Please contact your own County Extension Office for additional details on your county arrangements for State Fair class registration.

Performance Against The Standard Program
Note: The purpose of the Performance Against The Standard is to select county representatives for the Junior Fair State Horse Show and to decrease the emphasis of competition among youth and direct their energies toward more self improvement.  All who meet the required level of ability in any two (2) show classes under at least one judge will go to State Fair regardless of the ability of others in the class.  4-H members from a number of counties will be qualifying for State Fair together, with each individual being judged against the standard, not in competition with each other.

1.  County 4-H members participating in the Qualifying Show must follow their individual County   4-H Horse Project Requirements and the Uniform Rules for 4-H Horse Shows, revised 10/04.
2.  4-H Members must complete a 2007 Regional PAS State Fair Registration Form and mail it to Meigs County Extension Office, Attn: PAS Show, Mulberry Heights, P.O. Box 32  Pomeroy, OH 45769, No Later Than July 2nd.   Horses cannot be switched after your county identification deadline or June 1st, whichever is sooner.
3.  All PAS participants must remit a $10.00 registration fee per class entered (payable to Meigs County Horse Committee) c/o Meigs County Extension.  Completed PAS registration form and payments must be received by the July 2nd deadline in order for their entry to be valid.
4.  4-H members must select by July 2nd,  a minimum of two (2) classes and a maximum of four (4) classes in which they hope to qualify for State Fair.  Classes must be selected from those offered at the Ohio State Fair.  Horses must be able to perform the style of riding required of the classes offered at State Fair.  If not, 4-H members with that type of horse cannot try out for State Fair.  Classes cannot be changed after July 2nd.. 

5.  PAS selection classes will be determined after the July 2nd  registration deadline.  Where appropriate, classes will be broken into junior, intermediate, and senior age divisions of not more than 10 youth per class.

6.  4-H members must meet the minimum standards in at least two classes to qualify for State Fair.  Those who qualify in more than two classes (not to exceed four) can choose which two they will enter  at State Fair a third alternate class my also be listed if the member qualifies in three classes.. 
7.  4-H members must show in the classes at State Fair in which they qualified at the PAS Show.

8.  Only 4-H members eligible to compete at State Fair in 2007 can show in the State Fair selection classes.

9.  4-H members who have not returned their PAS Registration Forms by the July 2nd deadline are not permitted to make entries at the PAS show.  Absolutely no registrations will be accepted the day of the PAS Show.
